The Nan River originates from many streams on the mountains. Flowing together as the
headwaters at King Sala mountain range then rush down to the northern lowland, Amphoe Thung
Chang and passing Amphoe Pua, Amphoe Tha Wang Pha, Amphoe Wiang Sa, Amphoe  Na Noi
and many Amphoe in Nan. A then flows through Uttaradit, Phitsanulok and Phichit to gather with
Yom River at the front of Wat Kei Chai Nuea (Boromathat), Tambon Kei Chai, Amphoe Chum
Saeng, Nakhon Sawan which is the origin of the Chao Phraya River.

The people of Phichit have used the Nan River as a source of consumption and have
been a route for a long time. Besides, they also believe that the Nan River flows through in
front of Wat Tha Luang is sacred water because there is enshrined Luang Pho Phet, the
sacramental Buddha image of Phichit.

Water from the Nan River in front of the chapel, Wat Tha Luang, the Royal Temple was
used four times in the holy water ceremony. To dedicatory offer to His Majesty King Bhumibol
Adulyadej, King Rama IX of Thailand.
